Legal Notice to Florida Adults: Important Estate
Planning Documents

As an adult in Florida, planning for your future and the well-being of your loved ones is
crucial. Having the right legal documents in place ensures your wishes are honored and
can significantly ease the burden on your family during difficult times. This notice provides
a brief overview of recommended documents: Wills, Trusts, and Powers of Attorney
(Financial and Medical).

It is highly recommended that you consult with a qualified Florida attorney to
discuss your specific circumstances and create these documents.

Recommended Legal Documents:

. Last Will and Testament (Will):

Purpose: A will specifies how your assets will be distributed after your death, names
guardians for minor children (if applicable), and appoints a personal representative
(executor) to manage your estate.

Florida Requirements: Must be in writing, signed by you at the end of the document in
the presence of two competent witnesses, who must also sign in your presence and in the
presence of each other. While not required for validity, notarizing your will can make it
"self-proving," simplifying the probate process.

. Trusts:

Purpose: A trust is a legal arrangement where a trustee holds assets for the benefit of
beneficiaries. Trusts can help avoid probate (the court-supervised process of distributing
assets after death), provide for minor children or beneficiaries with special needs, and offer
privacy regarding your assets.

Florida Requirements: A trust generally requires a grantor (you, creating the trust), a
trustee (managing the trust), and beneficiaries. The trust document must be in writing and
signed, often in the presence of witnesses and a notary, depending on the type of trust and
assets being funded into it. Revocable living trusts are common and can be changed
during your lifetime.

. Powers of Attorney (POAs):

Purpose: A Power of Attorney allows you to designate an "agent" or "attorney-in-fact" to
make decisions on your behalf if you become unable to do so. This is critical for managing
your affairs during your lifetime. Florida generally favors "durable" POAs, which remain
effective even if you become incapacitated.

Financial Power of Attorney:

Purpose: Grants your agent authority to manage your financial affairs, such as banking,
paying bills, managing investments, and real estate transactions.

Florida Requirements: Must be in writing, signed by you (the principal) in the presence of
two witnesses, and notarized. The document must include specific language stating it is
not terminated by your subsequent incapacity.

Medical Power of Attorney (Designation of Health Care Surrogate):

Purpose: In Florida, this document, formally called a "Designation of Health Care
Surrogate," allows you to appoint a person to make healthcare decisions for you if you
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become incapacitated and unable to make them yourself. This includes decisions about
medical treatment, accessing medical records, and end-of-life care.

* Florida Requirements: Must be in writing and signed by you in the presence of two
witnesses. At least one witness cannot be your spouse or blood relative. While not legally
required, notarization is highly recommended. It takes effect when your physician
determines you are unable to make your own medical decisions.

La mét ngudi trwdng thanh & Florida, viéc 1ap ké hoach cho twong lai clia ban va sy an
toan ca nhirng ngudi than yéu 1a rat quan trong. Cé cac tai liéu phap ly phu hop sé& dam
bao mong mudn ctia ban dwoc thwe hién va cé thé gidm bét ganh ndng dang ké cho gia
dinh ban trong nhi*ng thdi diém khé khan. Théng bao nay cung cap tdng quan ngén gon
vé céc tai lieu dwoc khuyén nghi: Di chuc, Uy thac va Gidy Gy quyén (Tai chinh va Y té).

Ban nén tham khao y kién luat sw c6 trinh doé & Florida dé thao luan vé hoan canh
cu thé ctia minh va lap cac tai liéu nay.
Cac Tai Liéu Phap Ly Bbworc Khuyén Nghi:

1. Di chic Cubi Cung (Di chuc):

* Muc dich: Di chdc quy dinh cach tai san cia ban sé dwoc phan chia sau khi ban qua doi,
chi dinh ngu&i giam ho cho tré vi thanh nién (néu c0), va bd nhiém ngwdi dai dién ca nhan
(nguwdi quan ly tai sdn) dé quan ly tai san cda ban.

« Yéu cau cua Florida: Phai dwoc lap thanh van ban, cé chir ky cia ban & cudi tai liéu
trwdc sy ching kién cla hai nhan chirng cé néng lwc, nhivng ngwdi nay ciing phai ky
trwdc mat ban va trwdc mat nhau. Mac du khong bat budc dé céd gia tri, nhwng viéc céng
chirng di chuic cé thé khién né tré thanh "tw chirng minh", don gidn héa qua trinh thira ké.

2. Uy thac (Trusts):

 Muc dich: Uy thac 1a mét thdéa thuan phap ly trong dé ngwdi dwoc Gy thac gilh tai san vi
loi ich ctia ngwdi thu hwdng. Uy thac co thé gitp tranh qua trinh céng bé di chuc (qua
trinh quan ly tai san dwdi sw giam sat cla tda an sau khi chét), cung cép cho tré vj thanh
nién hoac ngudi thu hwdng c6 nhu ciu dac biét, va bdo mat théng tin tai san ca ban.

+ Yéu cau cua Florida: Mét Gy thac thwdng yéu cau ngudi 1ap Uy thac (ban, ngudi tao Gy
thac), ngudi dwoc ay thac (ngudi quan ly Gy thac), va nguoi thu hwdng. Tai liéu Uy thac
phai dwoc lap thanh van ban va cé chi ky, thuwdng la truédc sy chirng kién ciia nhan
chirng va cdng chirng vién, tuy thudc vao loai Gy thac va tai san dwoc dwa vao Uy thac.
Céc Uy thac sinh loi cé thé hdy bd la phd bién va co thé dwoc thay déi trong subt cudc doi
cla ban.

3. Giay Uy quyén (Powers of Attorney - POAs):



Muc dich: Gidy Uy quyén cho phép ban chi dinh mét "nguoi dai dién" hodc "ngudi duoc
0y quyén" dé dwa ra quyét dinh thay mat ban néu ban khong thé tw lam diéu dé. Didu nay
rat quan trong dé& quan ly céng viéc ctia ban trong subt cudc doi. Florida thwdng wu tién
cac Gidy Uy quyén "c6 gia tri 1au dai" (durable POAs), nhirng gidy t& nay van co hiéu luc
ngay cé khi ban mét nang lwc.

Giay Uy quyén Tai chinh:

Muc dich: C4p cho ngudi dai dién ctia ban quyén quan ly cac van dé tai chinh cta ban,
chang han nhw ngan hang, thanh toan héa don, quan ly dau tw va giao dich bat déng san.
Yéu cau cia Florida: Phai duoc lap thanh van ban, cé chi ky cGa ban (ngudi Gy quyén)
trvdc sy ching kién cla hai nhan chirng va dwoc cong chirng. Tai liéu phai bao gdm
ngdn ngt¥ cu thé néu rd rang né khdng bi chdm dit béi viéc ban mat néng lwc sau nay.
Giay Uy quyén Y té (Chi dinh Ngw®i Thay Thé Cham Séc Strc Khée):

Muc dich: O Florida, tai liéu nay, dwoc goi chinh thire la "Designation of Health Care
Surrogate" (Chi dinh Ngwéi Thay Thé Cham Séc Stre Khde), cho phép ban chi dinh mét
nguoi dé dwa ra quyét dinh chdm séc strc khde cho ban néu ban mét nang lwc va khéng
thé tw dwa ra quyét dinh. Diéu nay bao gém cac quyét dinh vé diéu tri y t&, truy cap ho so
y t& va cham séc cubi doi.

Yéu cau cua Florida: Phai dwoc |ap thanh van ban va cé chi ky ctia ban trwéc sw chirng
kién clGia hai nhan chirng. it nhat mét nhan chirng khéng duoc la vo/chdng hodc ngudi
than ruét thit cia ban. Mac du khéng bat budc vé mat phap ly, viéc céng chirng duoc
khuyén nghi rat cao. N6 c6 hiéu lwc khi bac si clia ban xac dinh réng ban khéng thé ty
dwa ra quyét dinh y té.

Mién trir trach nhiém: Thong tin nay chi mang tinh chat hwéng dan chung va khéng phai
la 16 khuyén phap ly.
